Jéanmes: This sacrament unites us to
Jesus' death and resurrection, makes
us pleasing to our heavenly Father, and
saves us from eternal separation with
God.

Jobu: While baptism is necessary for salvation, the
unbaptized can be saved." "God has bound salvation to
the Sacrament of Baptism, but He Himself is not bound
by His sacraments.” ccc 1257

Jéames: Sacramental Baptism is the normal means

of being baptized; but there is also baptism of blood
(martyrdom), baptism of explicit desire, and baptism of
implicit desire.

Jobu: Baptism seals the Christian with an indelible mark
that claims him for Christ. Sin cannot erase this mark.

Jéames: Christians who remain faithful to their
Baptismal calling merit the reward of eternal life.
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“Jesus said,'’Amen, amen, | say to you, no one
can see the kingdom of God without being
born from above. Nicodemus said to Him,
‘How can a man once grown old be born
again? Surely he cannot reenter his mother's
womb and be born again, can he?’ Jesus
answered,‘Amen, amen, | say to you, no one can enter the kingdom of
God without being born of water and the spirit” jn33s “Jesus said to the
Apostles,"All power in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Go,
therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name
of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit."" me2s1s.19
