We
condemn ourselves when we reject His merciful love,
commit mortal sin, and refuse to confess and repent of
our sins.

James: Our free will frees us to choose hell over
heaven. Man is not willing to relinquish his free will; but
we would love for God to eliminate hell. God cannot
eliminate hell without eliminating our free will.

Job: If we spend our life seeking God, we will
find eternal separation from Him incomprehensible,
repugnant, and unacceptable.

James: God gives us sufficient grace to be saved; but
some of us freely choose to reject it.
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Jesus taught that hell exists."Do not fear
those who kill the body but cannot kill the
soul; rather fear Him who can destroy both
soul and body in hell.” w1026 “Come, you who
are blessed by my Father. Inherit the kingdom
