St. Ignatius of Antioch first called the BACK WHEA
universal Church "“Catholic” when he wrote

in 107 AD,,"You must all follow the bishop as Jesus Christ follows the
Father, and the presbytery as you would the Apostles. Reverence the
deacons as you would the command of God...Wherever the bishop
appears, let the people be there; just as wherever Jesus Christ is, there

is the Catholic Church.” In 397, St. Augustine said, "l would not believe

in the Gospel myself if the authority of the Catholic Church did not
influence me to do so.”
